	It was moved by Alderman Reed, seconded by Alderman at Large Sattler and carried to concur with the recommendation of the Chief of Police and approve the liquor license application of Mohamed Ismail dba Smoke at 1761 W. Laurel Ave.

	It was moved by Alderman Reed, seconded by Alderman Andrepont and carried to concur with the recommendation of the Chief of Police and approved the liquor license application of Michael Leon Folse dba Tiger’s Sports Lounge at 1751 W. Laurel Ave.
